Our average circulation is 
tremendous, totalling well over 3,000 books per month! The average books signed out per 
student per year is 30 while the board average is 17. Mrs. Greaves works very closely with 
the entire teaching staff to ensure there are books that support the curriculum being 
taught at the school. She needs to work within the school's budget as well as donations 
from the School Council and individual parent donations. Another great boost to the library 
is the "Chapter's Night" event held every Fall.
